Dear Artists and Craftspeople,

Saint Benedict School presents the 2007 Great Wallingford Wurst Festival, Friday September 14, 4pm-10pm and Saturday September 15, 10am-10pm. This year we are celebrating our 25th anniversary as one of Wallingford’s largest family-oriented events.  We are proud to have delicious food booths, live music, inflatable rides, a large Used Book Sale and our wonderful crafters.

This year the focus will be hand-crafted items, limiting import booths to a few grandfathered.  We will accept vendors whose merchandise best fits the Festival and does not compete with other vendors or the items sold by our volunteers. Applications with payment must be postmarked by August 15th, at that time we will begin assigning spaces. Late applicants will be accepted on a space-available basis only. 

· The Cost is $75 per booth, with a City of Seattle business license, or $85 without one ($5 per day goes to the City) for applications and payments postmarked by August 15th.  Applications with a postmark after August 15 the cost will be $90 with a City of Seattle business license, or $100 without one.

· Vendor hours:
4pm to 9:30pm, Friday, September 14

10am to 9pm, Saturday, September 15

· Vendors are required to be on site throughout the event and must remain open until 9pm Saturday

· 8 – 10 Indoor spaces 10’ X 10’ (in 2 classrooms) 

· 35 Outdoor spaces 10’ X 10’ (vendors provide their own weatherproof booth)

· If you are interested there are spaces that we will keep open later, if you want one of those spaces please note on your application (the rest of the outdoor Festival stays open until 10 pm).

The Festival takes place on Saint Benedict School grounds, 4811 Wallingford Ave North, in Seattle, between N. 48th and N. 49th Streets. From I-5 take either the 45th or 50th Street exits and proceed west to Wallingford Ave N.
